Mr. Thone,

The questions about the law and when you can shoot a criminal are tricky in Washington. Because we are not allowed
to provide "legal advice", I must refer you to private legal counsel of your choosing. However, I can comment that what
makes this so tricky is that each situation has it's own circumstances and our law does not provide a blanket exception
for legal consequences when a felon is shot. What might be deemed reasonable force in one case, might be deemed as
unreasonable in a similar case but with slightly different circumstances.

In many cases a person might be found to have not committed a crime, or at least to have no proof of a crime that can
be successfully prosecuted, when they used force against a criminal; but it gets much more unclear in the arena of civil
law. In other words, the criminal justice system could basically deem a use-of-force to be justified, but yet a private
party might still be able to bring a lawsuit against you.

You may want to take a close look at the "Use of Force™ and "Justifiable Homicide" sections that are covered by RCW
9A.16.020 and RCW 9A.16.050.  An attorney may have other ideas on this too.

ANTI-GUNNERS DEFEATED IN CANADIAN ELECTIONS

On Monday, Canada's anti-gun Prime Minister Paul Martin and the ruling Liberal Party were ousted in the country's
federal elections, bringing an end to the Liberal Party's 12-year reign. The Conservative Party, under the leadership of
Stephen Harper, will now take over the government's control.

Outgoing Prime Minister Martin's scandal- plagued administration gained notoriety for its ill-advised gun registration
program that has cost the country more than two billion dollars and, of course, did nothing to reduce Canada's
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escalating crime rate. This registration fiasco, combined with Martin's recent call for an all-out ban on all legally-owned
handguns, rallied Canada's lawful gun owners who helped turn the tide for the Conservative party.

As we've seen time and again in our own country, gun bans do nothing to reduce violent crime. Internationally, _
Australia's and Great Britain's gun bans and confiscations have proven to be miserable failures, with violent crime rates
escalating in the wake of their flawed programs. Hopefully the Canadian election results (coming fast on the heels of
Brazil's recent rejection of a national gun ban), will serve as a wake-up call to politicians who think they can build
careers by dismantling gun owners' rights.

IDAHO SHOOTING RANGE UNDER ATTACK

Local anti-gunners have filed suit against the Idaho Department of Fish and Game (IDFG) to stop the agency from
making improvements to a public shooting range. The opponents have asked for a permanent injunction not only to
prevent IDFG from making improvements to the range, but to prevent the agency from using the property as a shooting
range.

The Farragut Shooting Range was built in 1942 for the Farragut Naval Training Center in support of the war effort. The
base was decommissioned after the war and came into IDFG ownership in 1950, and has been in continuous use as a
public range since that time. The range has hosted state championship competitions, international handgun metallic
silhouette competitions, cowboy action events, hunter education classes, hunter sight-in days, youth and ladies shooting
clinics, and individual shooters.

The agency's plan is to make long-needed improvements, but not to expand the range as the opponents claim. The
opponents contend that there is no local support for the range.

IDFG needs to hear from both individual shooters and organized shooters who can have one of their officers write a
letter, reference the size of their membership, and voice support for the project.

D.C. PERSONAL PROTECTION ACT-- A TOP LEGISLATIVE PRIORITY

As we continue to note, one of NRA-ILA's top legislative priorities in Congress continues to be the passage of S. 1082
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and H.R. 1288--the Senate and House versions of the "District of Columbia Personal Protection Act." This legislation
seeks to restore the constitutionally-guaranteed Second Amendment rights of the residents of the District of Columbia.

The need for this corrective legislation is obvious. Since 1977, the District has banned the possession of all handguns
not acquired and registered before that year. D.C. law also prohibits keeping an assembled rifle or shotgun in the home,
effectively outlawing the use of firearms for lawful self-defense. And despite these Draconian gun control laws,
Washington, D.C., consistently has one of the highest homicide rates in the nation.

Please be sure to contact your U.S. Senators and Representative and ask them to cosponsor and support S. 1082 and
H.R. 1288.

HAWAII

A coalition of law enforcement groups has proposed the language written in SB 2579--a ban on the sale and possession
of .50 caliber rifles and ammunition. As you know, these rifles are used for sporting purposes, but have been demonized
in the press and by anti-gun groups looking for the next gun control scheme. SB 2579 is an outright ban that, if signed,
will take effect immediately. Owners of the affected firearms would have to remove the firearm from the state,
surrender it to law enforcement, or have it destroyed. It is vital that NRA members and friends in the pro-gun
community call their state legislators at (808) 587-0666 and ask them to oppose this proposed gun ban BEFORE it gets
a hearing.

ILLINOIS

House Bill 2414, which seeks to ban certain semi-automatic rifles and shotguns, as well as .50 caliber rifles commonly
used for hunting, is still awaiting a vote on the House floor. This vote could take place at any time. After failing to be

brought up for a vote last year, HB 2414 is still going through several revisions in an effort to attract lawmakers who
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have mixed voting records on our Right to Keep and Bear Arms. Technical modifications have been made to give the
appearance of "watering down" the bill, but the primary legislative goal of banning the future manufacture and transfer
of current firearms remains unchanged. Please contact your State Representative immediately and ask him or her to
oppose this latest version of HB 2414! HB 2414 will be voted on soon, so contact your Illinois lawmakers at (217) 782-
8223.

INDIANA

On Wednesday, January 25, the House Public Safety and Homeland Security Committee passed HB 1028, sponsored by
Representative Eric Koch (R-65), by an overwhelming vote of 7-1. HB 1028 will protect your right to have a lawfully
possessed firearm in a locked motor vehicle, as well as to codify that Indiana residents do not have a "duty to retreat"
from an attacker. This important self-defense legislation will be heard soon on the House floor. It is critical that you
contact your State Representative at (800) 382-9842 and urge him or her to support HB 1028! Also, we would like to
thank Representative Koch for his leadership on this bill, as well as those committee members who voted in favor of HB
1028: Chairman, Representative Bill Ruppel (R-22), Vice Chair, Representative Billy Bright (R-69), and Representatives
Dick Dodge (R-51), Suzanne Crouch (R-78), Cleo Duncan (R-67), Vern Tincher (D-46), and Bob Bischof f (D-68).

KANSAS

This week, the Mississippi House Judiciary B Committee approved HB 1141, an NRA-backed measure sponsored by
Representative Warner McBride (D-10), which would allow the owner of a property that has been annexed by a county
or municipality to continue hunting on certain-sized tracts of land even if the city has a ban on the discharge of firearms.
HB 1141 also contains a provision which would prohibit New Orleans-style gun confiscations from law-abiding citizens
during a future state of emergency or natural disaster. Also this week, the House Wildlife, Fisheries & Parks Committee
approved HB 978, the NRA-backed No-Net-Loss bill, also sponsored by Representative McBride, which requires the
opening of compensatory huntable state-owned land if an area is closed to hunting. These bills could be voted on by the
full House within the next week.

The House Criminal Justice Committee will be holding a hearing for OPPONENT testimony on House Bill 347 introduced
by Representative Jim Aslanides (R-94). This legislative proposal addresses several problems associated with the
enactment of House Bill 12, "Right-to-Carry" legislation, which became law in 2004. This proposal would streamline an
already successful law, bringing clarity for Ohioans and law enforcement alike. This important piece of legislation would
do the following: (1) create a clear definition of "plain sight" in a motor vehicle; (2) allow for off-duty law enforcement
officers to carry a concealed firearm 24 hours a day, 7 days a week (a.k.a 24/7 provision); (3) create statewide
preemption for the regulation of firearms and ammunition, therefore avoiding the patchwork of laws currently on the
books in Ohio; and (4) further prohibit journalists from abusing the open records law. The Heari ng is scheduled for
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January 31, at 2:30 P.M. in Room 121. This bill hearing will surely bring out all of the anti-gun organizations in the state.

SOUTH DAKOTA

House Bill 1134 ("A Citizens Right to Self-Defense"), is modeled after Florida's "Castle Doctrine," and successfully passed
the House Judiciary Committee today, Friday January 27. This important legislation is now scheduled to be heard on the
House floor this coming Tuesday, January 31.

VIRGINIA

On Thursday, January 26, at 5:00 p.m., the Virginia House Militia, Police, and Public Safety subcommittee met and
heard two extremely important pro-gun bills: House Bill 704 and House Bill 1265, sponsored by Delegate Clarke Hogan
(R-60) and Delegate Bill Janis (R-56), respectively. HB 704 seeks to further enhance Virginia's preemption statute by
prohibiting counties from regulating hunting and the discharge of firearms. HB 1265 would prohibit any government
authority from limiting the Right to Keep and Bear Arms during a declared "State of Emergency." These measures are
likely to move swiftly through committee, so please contact your Delegate at (804) 698-1500 and ask him or her to
support both of these strong pro-Second Amendment bills on the House floor! To further comment on these NRA-
backed bills please call the "constituent viewpoint” line at (800) 889-0229.

WASHINGTON

State Senator Mary Margaret Haugen (D-10) has introduced two Draconian anti-hunting measures in Olympia. SB 6598
would shut down hunting in Island County, and SB 6616 would ban hunting within one mile of a school. Senator Haugen
does not like hunting and does not like hunters. Please call Senator Haugen at (360) 786-7618 and ask her to withdraw
these punitive anti-hunting measures. In addition, Senate Bill 5343, a bill that prohibits non-licensed individuals from
buying, selling or trading firearms from their private collections at gun shows without conducting the exchange through
a licensed firearm dealer, was heard in the Senate Judiciary Committee on Tuesday. Although more than 100 NRA
members and firearm owners turned out to voice their opposition to this bill, a handful of uniformed police chiefs have
some committee members searching for a compromise. The proponents of SB 5343, including Washi ngton Ceasefire
and The Brady Campaign, made it very clear that restricting private transactions at gun shows is the first step in their
plan to restrict ALL private transactions of firearms in the State of Washington. The President of Washington Ceasefire
also used this hearing to make a very emotional appeal for a ban on semiautomatic firearms and .50 caliber rifles. These
people are extremists and their agenda is clear. Law-abiding firearm owners must stop this bill or it will be the proverbial
"first step.” Aside from the horrible precedent Senate Bill 5343 would set, the bill would expand the registration
database in Washington. Under existing law, all dealer handgun sales are recorded with the Department of Licensing
(DOL) which maintains a database of Washington handgun owners. Any additional private sales that would be brokered
through dealers under the provisions of this bill would also be registered with DOL. Further, SB 53 43 establishes state
fees (in effect, a GUN TAX) for.the background checks and, of course, dealers would charge an additional fee for the
time and effort it takes them to facilitate transactions. The worst part is that all this bureaucracy would be created with
virtually NO benefit, since the vast majority of criminals get their guns from sources other than gun shows. Law
enforcement resources would be diverted from going after real criminals and the black market to doing background
checks on law-abiding firearm owners. It is critical that every concerned firearm owner contact their Senator and the
members of the Judiciary Committee. Urge them to OPPOSE Senate Bill 5343 and ANY restriction on private firearm
transactions!! Messages for legislators can be left on the toll-free Legislative Hotline at (800) 562-6000. It is especially
important for firearm owners in Senate Districts 2 (Senator Marilyn Rasmussen) and 48 (Senator Luke Esser) to contact
your Senators! Senator Rasmussen (D-2) represents a rural, pro-gun district. However, she is considering the
“"compromise” mentioned earlier in this alert. If you live in the 2nd Senate District, please be sure to contact Senator
Rasmussen at (360) 786-7602 and tell her there is no workable compromise. The ONLY alternative is to defeat any
restrictions on private firearm transactions! Senator Esser (R-48), on the other hand, represents a very moderate, swing,
suburban district. He shares our philosophy that these kinds of restrictions will only impact law-abiding citizens. But he
needs to hear from firearm owners in the 48th Senate District. Thank him for always standing up for the rights of law-
abiding citizens and urge him to hold the line against this horrible bill! You can reach Senator Esser at (360) 786-7694.

WISCONSIN

On January 26, the Wisconsin State Senate voted 23-10 to override the Governor's veto of the Personal Protection Act
(PPA). The bill now moves to the Assembly for an override vote that is scheduled for Tuesday, January 31. In support of
the PPA, please attend Tuesday's vote at 10:00 a.m., on the 3rd floor of the West Wing at the capitol. Please also
contact your State Representative reminding him or her to continue their support of the PPA by voting to override the
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Governor's veto on Tuesday, January 31. Representatives can be reached at (800) 362-9472. Additionally, The future of
hunting in Wisconsin is in serious jeopardy. For every 100 hunters lost due to old age or other factors, only 53 replace
them. The primary reason for Wisconsin's declining hunter recruitment rate is the current minimum hunting age. Many
kids have already developed other interests by the time they turn 12. Assem bly Bill 586, also known as the "Hunter
Mentoring Bill," has been introduced to provide parents more discretion with regard to deciding when their children are
mature enough to hunt. Thirty states have passed similar legislation. Please call your State Senator at (800) 362-9472
and respectfully ask him or her to support AB 586, the "Hunter Mentoring Bill."

Dear Lt. Sprague,

Thanks for your best attempt to give an answer to my basic question. | know that some states
are rather straight forward with what a civilian may or may not do on this subject, but 1 guess
that isn't the case in this state. I'll contact the state government and try to find out who sets up
this form of laws so that this problem may be taken to the legislature in the future.

Here is my follow-up question: We citizens don't want to shoot anyone at any time if we can
avoid doing so during a direct confrontation, however, sometimes just the fact that a potential
victim shows a gun can stop the bad-guy from doing the harm he intended to do. Then there's the
question of what to do with the bad-guy until the proper law enforcement officers arrives to start
their investagation. (around here, it could take quite some time) We've read that all too often
when the bad-guy is stopped and being held at gun point by a citizen, they have a little time to
think things over and decide to just walk/run away believing that the citizen just won't shoot him.
Question, how does the state law or the law enforcement officers feel about a citizen without
‘arrest authority’ hand-cuffing or tying-up the bad-guy until the law enforcement officers arrive to
take over? We feel that if something isn't done to detain the bad-guy, they can just go off and
maybe do the bad deeds again in the future. | think that this subject comes under the terms of
'False imprisonment’ or "Unlawful detainment’, if I've read my books correctly.

Mr. Thone,

The questions about the law and when you can shoot a criminal are tricky in Washington. Because we are not allowed
to provide "legal advice", I must refer you to private legal counsel of your choosing. However, I can comment that what
makes this so tricky is that each situation has it's own circumstances and our law does not provide a blanket exception ’
for legal consequences when a felon is shot. What might be deemed reasonable force in one case, might be deemed as
unreasonable in a similar case but with slightly different circumstances.

In many cases a person might be found to have not committed a crime, or at least to have no proof of a crime that can
be successfully prosecuted, when they used force against a criminal; but it gets much more unclear in the arena of civil
law. In other words, the criminal justice system could basically deem a use-of-force to be justified, but yet a private
party might still be able to bring a lawsuit against you.

You may want to take a close look at the "Jse of Force" and "Justifiable Homicide" sections that are covered by RCW
9A.16.020 and RCW 9A.16.050. An attorney may have other ideas on this too.

On Monday, Canada's anti-gun Prime Minister Paul Martin and the ruling Liberal Party were ousted in the country's
federal elections, bringing an end to the Liberal Party's 12-year reign. The Conservative Party, under the leadership of
Stephen Harper, will now take over the government's control.

Outgoing Prime Minister Martin's scandal- plagued administration gained notoriety for its ill-advised gun registration
program that has cost the country more than two billion dollars and, of course, did nothing to reduce Canada's
escalating crime rate.

IDAHO SHOOTING RANGE UNDER ATTACK

Local anti-gunners have filed suit against the Idaho Department of Fish and Game (IDFG) to stop the agency from
making improvements to a public shooting range. The opponents have asked for a permanent injunction not only to
prevent IDFG from making improvements to the range, but to prevent the agency from using the property as a
shooting range.

The Farragut Shooting Range was built in 1942 for the Farragut Naval Training Center in support of the war effort. The
base was decommissioned after the war and came into IDFG ownership in 1950, and has been in continuous use as a
public range since that time. The range has hosted state championship competitions, international handgun metallic
silhouette competitions, cowboy action events, hunter education classes, hunter sight-in days, youth and ladies
shooting clinics, and individual shooters. ' ‘

The agency's plan is to make long-needed improvements, but not to expand the range as the opponents claim. The
opponents contend that there is no local support for the range.

D.C. PERSONAL PROTECTION ACT-- A TOP LEGISLATIVE PRIORITY

As we continue to note, one of NRA-ILA's top legislative priorities in Congress continues to be the passage of S. 1082
and H.R. 1288--the Senate and House versions of the “District of Columbia Personal Protection Act." This legislation
seeks to restore the constitutionally-guaranteed Second Amendment rights of the residents of the District of Columbia.

The need for this corrective legislation is obvious. Since 1977, the District has banned the possession of all handguns
not acquired and registered before that year.

SB 2579 is an outright ban
that, if signed, will take effect immediately. Owners of the affected firearms would have to remove the firearm from the
state, surrender it to law enforcement, or have it destroyed.

ILLINOIS

brought up for a vote last year, HB 2414 is still going through several revisions in an effort to attract lawmakers who
have mixed voting records on our Right to Keep and Bear Arms. Technical modifications have been made to give the
appearance of "watering down" the bill, but the primary legislative goal of banning the future manufacture and transfer
of current firearms remains unchanged. Please contact your State Representative immediately and ask him or her to

INDIANA

On Wednesday, January 25, the House Public Safety and Homeland Security Commitiee passed HB 1028, sponsored by
Representative Eric Koch (R-65), by an overwhelming vote of 7-1. HB 1028 will protect your right to have a lawfully
possessed firearm in a locked motor vehicle, as well as to codify that Indiana residents do not have a "duty to retreat"
from an attacker. This important self-defense legislation will be heard soon on the House floor. It is critical that you
contact your State Representative at (800) 382-9842 and urge him or her to support HB 1028!

This proposal would streamline an
already successful law, bringing clarity for Ohioans and law enforcement alike. This important piece of legislation would
do the following: (1) create a clear definition of "plain sight" in a motor vehicle; (2) allow for off-duty law enforcement
officers to carry a concealed firearm 24 hours a day, 7 days a week (a.k.a 24/7 provision); (3) create statewide
preemption for the regulation of firearms and ammunition, therefore avoiding the patchwork of laws currently on the
books in Ohio; and (4) further prohibit journalists from abusing the open records law. The Heari ng is scheduled for
January 31, at 2:30 P.M. in Room 121. This bill hearing will surely bring out all of the anti-gun organizations in the
state.

SOUTH DAKOTA

House Bill 1134 ("A Citizens Right to Self-Defense"), is modeled after Florida's "Castle Doctrine," and successfully
passed the House Judiciary Committee today, Friday January 27. This important legislation is now scheduled to be
heard on the House floor this coming Tuesday, January 31. Please contact your Representative at (605) 773-3851 and
ask him or her to support HB 1134.

VIRGINIA

On Thursday, January 26, at 5:00 p.m., the Virginia House Militia, Police, and Public Safety subcommittee met and
heard two extremely important pro-gun bills: House Bill 704 and House Bill 1265, sponsored by Delegate Clarke Hogan
(R-60) and Delegate Bill Janis (R-56), respectively. HB 704 seeks to further enhance Virginia's preemption statute by
prohibiting counties from regulating hunting and the discharge of firearms. HB 1265 would prohibit any government
authority from limiting the Right to Keep and Bear Arms during a declared "State of Emergency." These measures are
likely to move swiftly through committee, so please contact your Delegate at (804) 698-1500 and ask him or her to
support both of these strong pro-Second Amendment bills on the House floor! To further comment on these NRA-
backed bills please call the "constituent viewpoint" line at (800) 889-0229.

WASHINGTON

State Senator Mary Margaret Haugen (D-10) has introduced two Draconian anti-hunting measures in Olympia. SB 6598
would shut down hunting in Island County, and SB 6616 would ban hunting within one mile of a school. Senator
Haugen does not like hunting and does not like hunters. Please call Senator Haugen at (360) 786-7618 and ask her to
withdraw these punitive anti-hunting measures. In addition, Senate Bill 5343, a bill that prohibits non-licensed
individuals from buying, selling or trading firearms from their private collections at gun shows without conducting the
exchange through a licensed firearm dealer, was heard in the Senate Judiciary Committee on Tuesday. Although more
than 100 NRA members and firearm owners turned out to voice their opposition to this bill, a handful of uniformed
police chiefs have some committee members searching for a compromise. The proponents of SB 5343, including Washi
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ngton Ceasefire and The Brady Campaign, made it very clear that restricting private transactions at gun shows is the
first step in their plan to restrict ALL private transactions of firearms in the State of Washington. The President of
Washington Ceasefire also used this hearing to make a very emotional appeal for a ban on semiautomatic firearms and
50 caliber rifles. These people are extremists and their agenda is clear. Law-abiding firearm owners must stop this bill
or it will be the proverbial "first step.” Aside from the horrible precedent Senate Bill 5343 would set, the bill would
expand the registration database in Washington. Under existing law, all dealer handgun sales are recorded with the
Department of Licensing (DOL) which maintains a database of Washington handgun owners. Any additional private
sales that would be brokered through dealers under the provisions of this bill would also be registered with DOL.
Further, SB 53 43 establishes state fees (in effect, a GUN TAX) for the background checks and, of course, dealers
would charge an additional fee for the time and effort it takes them to facilitate transactions. The worst part is that all
this bureaucracy would be created with virtually NO benefit, since the vast maijority of criminals get their guns from
sources other than gun shows. Law enforcement resources would be diverted from going after real criminals and the
black market to doing background checks on law-abiding firearm owners. It is critical that every concerned firearm
owner contact their Senator and the members of the Judiciary Committee. Urge them to OPPOSE Senate Bill 5343 and
ANY restriction on private firearm transactions!! Messages for legislators can be left on the toll-free Legislative Hotline
at (800) 562-6000. It is especially important for firearm owners in Senate Districts 2 (Senator Marilyn Rasmussen) and
48 (Senator Luke Esser) to contact your Senators! Senator Rasmussen (D-2) represents a rural, pro-gun district.
However, she is considering the "compromise" mentioned earlier in this alert. If you live in the 2nd Senate District,
please be sure to contact Senator Rasmussen at (360) 786-7602 and tell her there is no workable compromise. The
ONLY alternative is to defeat any restrictions on private firearm transactions! Senator Esser (R-48), on the other hand,
represents a very moderate, swing, suburban district. He shares our philosophy that these kinds of restrictions will only
impact law-abiding citizens. But he needs to hear from firearm owners in the 48th Senate District. Thank him for always
standing up for the rights of law-abiding citizens and urge him to hold the line against this horrible billl You can reach
Senator Esser at (360) 786-7694.

WISCONSIN

On January 26, the Wisconsin State Senate voted 23-10 to override the Governor's veto of the Personal Protection Act
(PPA). The bill now moves to the Assembly for an override vote that is scheduled for Tuesday, January 31. In support
of the PPA, please attend Tuesday's vote at 10:00 a.m., on the 3rd floor of the West Wing at the capitol. Please also
contact your State Representative reminding him or her to continue their support of the PPA by voting to override the
Governor's veto on Tuesday, January 31. Representatives can be reached at (800) 362-9472. Additionally, The future of
hunting in Wisconsin is in serious jeopardy. For every 100 hunters lost due to old age or other factors, only 53 replace
them. The primary reason for Wisconsin's declining hunter recruitment rate is the current minimum hunting age. Many
kids have already developed other interests by the time they turn 12. Assem bly Bill 586, also known as the "Hunter
Mentoring Bill," has been introduced to provide parents more discretion with regard to deciding when their children are
mature enough to hunt. Thirty states have passed similar legislation. Please call your State Senator at (800) 362-9472
and respectfully ask him or her to support AB 586, the "Hunter Mentoring Bill."

Mr. Thone:

You would be best served to look at the state laws regarding this issue and perhaps consult
an attorney. We are not allowed to provide "legal advice". I believe that the RCW section

9A.16 would be the place to start.

My professional experience has been that most officers won't see a problem if a citizen is
detaining a suspect with necessary force that is reasonable for the crime committed. (ie:
Detaining a burglar might be fine, but detaining a jay-walker would not be okay.) However,
we also know that one of the most dangerous acts for our deputies is at the point when they
move in to handcuff somebody; so it can be theorized that a citizen runs a pretty big risk if
they move closer to a suspect to attempt some method of physically holding them.

Furthermore, just because the officers don't consider something to be a problem, does not
always mean that you won't have civil legal issues later or in some rare cases I suppose that
a prosecutor might have a different view. The upshot of all this is that detaining suspects
can be dangerous and if a citizen elects to do it, he/she should be sure they are in the
right and willing to defend against any civil suits that a suspect might try to file with the
courts. (Yes, I do have some more personal views on this, but it would not be prudent for
me to comment further given my professional position.)

Dear Lt. Sprague,

Thanks for your best attempt to give an answer to my basic question. I know that some
states are rather straight forward with what a civilian may or may not do on this subject,
but I guess that isn't the case in this state. I'll contact the state government and try to
find out who sets up this form of laws so that this problem may be taken to the legislature
in the future.

Here is my follow-up question: We citizens don't want to shoot anyone at any time if we
can avoid doing so during a direct confrontation, however, sometimes just the fact that a
potential victim shows a gun can stop the bad-guy from doing the harm he intended to do. Then
there's the question of what to do with the bad-guy until the proper law enforcement officers
arrives to start their investagation. (around here, it could take quite some time) We've read
that all too often when the bad-guy is stopped and being held at gun point by a citizen, they
have a little time to think things over and decide to just walk/run away believing that the
citizen just won't shoot him. Question, how does the state law or the law enforcement
officers feel about a citizen without ‘arrest authority' hand-cuffing or tying-up the bad-guy
until the law enforcement officers arrive to take over? We feel that if something isn't done
to detain the bad-guy, they can just go off and maybe do the bad deeds again in the future. I
think that this subject comes under the terms of 'False imprisonment’ or 'Unlawful
detainment', if I've read my books correctly.

Mr. Thone,

The questions about the law and when you can shoot a criminal are tricky in Washington.
Because we are not allowed to provide "legal advice", I must refer you to private legal
counsel of your choosing. However, I can comment that what makes this so tricky is that each
situation has it's own circumstances and our law does not provide a blanket exception for
legal consequences when a felon is shot. What might be deemed reasonable force in one case,
might be deemed as unreasonable in a similar case but with slightly different circumstances.

In many cases a person might be found to have not committed a crime, or at least to have no
proof of a crime that can be successfully prosecuted, when they used force against a
criminal; but it gets much more unclear in the arena of civil law. In other words, the
criminal justice system could basically deem a use-of-force to be justified, but yet a
private party might still be able to bring a lawsuit against you.

You may want to take a close look at the "Use of Force" and "Justifiable Homicide" sections
that are covered by RCW 9A.16.020 and RCW 9A.16.050. An attorney may have other ideas on
this too.

The Conservative Party, under the leadership of Stephen Harper, will now take over the
government's control.

IDAHO SHOOTING RANGE UNDER ATTACK

Local anti-gunners have filed suit against the Idaho Department of Fish and Game (IDFG) to
stop the agency from making improvements to a public shooting range. The opponents have asked
for a permanent injunction not only to prevent IDFG from making improvements to the range,
but to prevent the agency from using the property as a shooting range.

The Farragut Shooting Range was built in 1942 for the Farragut Naval Training Center in
support of the war effort. The base was decommissioned after the war and came into IDFG
ownership in 1950, and has been in continuous use as a public range since that time. The
range has hosted state championship competitions, international handgun metallic silhouette
competitions, cowboy action events, hunter education classes, hunter sight-in days, youth and
ladies shooting clinics, and individual shooters.

The agency's plan is to make long-needed improvements, but not to expand the range as the
opponents claim. The opponents contend that there is no local support for the range.

D.C. PERSONAL PROTECTION ACT-- A TOP LEGISLATIVE PRIORITY



As we continue to note, one of NRA-ILA's top legislative priorities in Congress continues
to be the passage of S. 1082 and H.R. 1288--the Senate and House versions of the "District of
Columbia Personal Protection Act." This legislation seeks to restore the constitutionally-
guaranteed Second Amendment rights of the residents of the District of Columbia.

The need for this corrective legislation is obvious. Since 1977, the District has banned
the possession of all handguns not acquired and registered before that year. D.C. law also
prohibits keeping an assembled rifle or shotgun in the home, effectively outlawing the use of
firearms for lawful self-defense. And despite these Draconian gun control laws, Washington,
D.C., consistently has one of the highest homicide rates in the nation.

SB 2579 is an outright ban that, if signed, will
take effect immediately. Owners of the affected firearms would have to remove the firearm
from the state, surrender it to law enforcement, or have it destroyed.

HB 1028
will protect your right to have a lawfully possessed firearm in a locked motor vehicle, as
well as to codify that Indiana residents do not have a "duty to retreat” from an attacker.

OHIO

The House Criminal Justice Committee will be holding a hearing for OPPONENT testimony on
House Bill 347 introduced by Representative Jim Aslanides (R-94). This legislative proposal
addresses several problems associated with the enactment of House Bill 12, "Right-to-Carry”
legislation, which became law in 2004. This proposal would streamline an already successful
law, bringing clarity for Ohioans and law enforcement alike. This important piece of
legislation would do the following: (1) create a clear definition of "plain sight"” in a motor
vehicle; (2) allow for off-duty law enforcement officers to carry a concealed firearm 24
hours a day, 7 days a week (a.k.a 24/7 provision); (3) create statewide preemption for the
regulation of firearms and ammunition, therefore avoiding the patchwork of laws currently on
the books in Ohio; and (4) further prohibit journalists from abusing the open records law.
The Heari ng is scheduled for January 31, at 2:30 P.M. in Room 121. This bill hearing will
surely bring out all of the anti-gun organizations in the state. Please plan on attending to
show your support for HB 347.

VIRGINIA

On Thursday, January 26, at 5:00 p.m., the Virginia House Militia, Police, and Public
Safety subcommittee met and heard two extremely important pro-gun bills: House Bill 704 and
House Bill 1265, sponsored by Delegate Clarke Hogan (R-60) and Delegate Bill Janis (R-56),
respectively. HB 704 seeks to further enhance Virginia's preemption statute by prohibiting
counties from regulating hunting and the discharge of firearms. HB 1265 would prohibit any
government authority from limiting the Right to Keep and Bear Arms during a declared "State
of Emergency."” These measures are likely to move swiftly through committee, so please contact

WASHINGTON

State Senator Mary Margaret Haugen (D-10) has introduced two Draconian anti-hunting
measures in Olympia. SB 6598 would shut down hunting in Island County, and SB 6616 would ban
hunting within one mile of a school. Senator Haugen does not like hunting and does not like
hunters. Please call Senator Haugen at (360) 786-7618 and ask her to withdraw these punitive
anti-hunting measures. In addition, Senate Bill 5343, a bill that prohibits non-licensed
individuals from buying, selling or trading firearms from their private collections at gun
shows without conducting the exchange through a licensed firearm dealer, was heard in the
Senate Judiciary Committee on Tuesday. Although more than 100 NRA members and firearm owners
turned out to voice their opposition to this bill, a handful of uniformed police chiefs have
some committee members searching for a compromise. The proponents of SB 5343, including Washi
ngton Ceasefire and The Brady Campaign, made it very clear that restricting private
transactions at gun shows is the first step in their plan to restrict ALL private
transactions of firearms in the State of Washington. The President of Washington Ceasefire
also used this hearing to make a very emotional appeal for a ban on semiautomatic firearms
and 50 caliber rifles. These people are extremists and their agenda is clear. Law-abiding
firearm owners must stop this bill or it will be the proverbial "first step.” Aside from the
horrible precedent Senate Bill 5343 would set, the bill would expand the registration
database in Washington. Under existing law, all dealer handgun sales are recorded with the
Department of Licensing (DOL) which maintains a database of Washington handgun owners. Any
additional private sales that would be brokered through dealers under the provisions of this
bill would also be registered with DOL. Further, SB 53 43 establishes state fees (in effect,
a GUN TAX) for the background checks and, of course, dealers would charge an additional fee
for the time and effort it takes them to facilitate transactions. The worst part is that all
this bureaucracy would be created with virtually NO benefit, since the vast majority of
criminals get their guns from sources other than gun shows. Law enforcement resources would
be diverted from going after real criminals and the black market to doing background checks
on law-abiding firearm owners. It is critical that every concerned firearm owner contact
their Senator and the members of the Judiciary Committee. Urge them to OPPOSE Senate Bill
5343 and ANY restriction on private firearm transactions!! Messages for legislators can be
left on the toll-free Legislative Hotline at (800) 562-6000. It is especially important for
firearm owners in Senate Districts 2 (Senator Marilyn Rasmussen) and 48 (Senator Luke Esser)
to contact your Senators! Senator Rasmussen (D-2) represents a rural, pro-gun district.
However, she is considering the "compromise"” mentioned earlier in this alert. If you live in
the 2nd Senate District, please be sure to contact Senator Rasmussen at (360) 786-7602 and
tell her there is no workable compromise. The ONLY alternative is to defeat any restrictions
on private firearm transactions! Senator Esser (R-48), on the other hand, represents a very
moderate, swing, suburban district. He shares our philosophy that these kinds of restrictions
will only impact law-abiding citizens. But he needs to hear from firearm owners in the 48th
Senate District. Thank him for always standing up for the rights of law-abiding citizens and
urge him to hold the line against this horrible bill!

WISCONSIN

On January 26, the Wisconsin State Senate voted 23-10 to override the Governor's veto of
the Personal Protection Act (PPA). The bill now moves to the Assembly for an override vote
that is scheduled for Tuesday, January 31. In support of the PPA, please attend Tuesday's
vote at 10:00 a.m., on the 3rd floor of the West Wing at the capitol. Please also contact
your State Representative reminding him or her to continue their support of the PPA by voting
to override the Governor's veto on Tuesday, lJanuary 31. Representatives can be reached at
(800) 362-9472. Additionally, The future of hunting in Wisconsin is in serious jeopardy. For
every 100 hunters lost due to old age or other factors, only 53 replace them. The primary
reason for Wisconsin's declining hunter recruitment rate is the current minimum hunting age.
Many kids have already developed other interests by the time they turn 12. Assem bly Bill
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586, also known as the "Hunter Mentoring Bill," has been introduced to provide parents more
discretion with regard to deciding when their children are mature enough to hunt. Thirty
states have passed similar legislation. Please call your State Senator at (800) 362-9472 and
respectfully ask him or her to support AB 586, the "Hunter Mentoring Bill."

The Kitsap Rifle and Revolver Club would like to ask that you reevaluate the need for a Conditional Use Permit
for our Rifle Line Re-orientation Project per the additional information that our Executive Board provided to the
Planning Department at the meeting held on May 5' at your office.

Based on the following reasons, we feel that a Conditional Use Permit would not be needed for this project:

We are not expanding our rifle line, we are simply re-orienting it to funnel the sound from this line away
from our neighbors and into the 80 acres of forested area which sits due north of our proposed re-
oriented rifle line.

Decades ago the rifle line was re-oriented to face away from the Seabeck Highway, no permits were
needed at the time and this was seen as a benefit to the community. We are simply re-orienting the line
again as, over the years, new houses have been built within 500 yards of our current rifle line. We see
this project, again, as a benefit to the community for which we took the initiative to complete so as to
benefit our neighbors and decrease the amount of sound that will travel towards their homes.

The funding for this project is coming from a $50,000 grant that the Kitsap Rifle and Revolver Club was
awarded from the Washington State Inter-Agency Committee specifically for the purpose of making
shooting ranges in Washington State safer and more neighbor-friendly.

We are not changing the types or calibers of the firearms that will be discharged at the Range. We have
always allowed only legal firearms to be used at our Range.

We always comply with safe firearms range guidelines. Our Executive Officer, Marcus Carter, has
undergone an extensive amount of training in all phase of range development, including courses on berm
placement, lessening acoustical impact and environmentally sound lead containment practices.

Our Range has a stellar safety record. Safety is our highest priority and we continually strive to make
our range as safe as possible. Currently there are hiking trails the run behind our rifle line. Due to
excellent design, berm placement and the required four hour safety course for all of our members, as
well as posting of warning signs in the area, these trails do not provide a hazard to the community.
However, reorienting the rifle line will completely remove these trails from the impact area of our rifle
line.

We hope that you will take this information into consideration and respond as soon as possible as to whether or
not we will need a Conditional Use Permit for this project.

The Kitsap Rifle and Revolver Club would like to ask that you reevaluate the need for a
Conditional Use Permit for our Rifle Line Re-orientation Project per the additional
information that our Executive Board provided to the Planning Department at the meeting held
on May 5th at your office.

Based on the following reasons, we feel that a Conditional Use Permit would not be needed
for this project:

We are not expanding our rifle line, we are simply re-orienting it to funnel the sound
from this line away from our neighbors and into the 80 acres of forested area which sits due
north of our proposed re-oriented rifle line.

Decades ago the rifle line was re-oriented to face away from the Seabeck Highway, no
permits were needed at the time and this was seen as a benefit to the community. We are
simply re-orienting the line again as, over the years, new houses have been built within 500
yards of our current rifle line. We see this project, again, as a benefit to the community
for which we took the initiative to complete so as to benefit our neighbors and decrease the
amount of sound that will travel towards their homes.

The funding for this project is coming from a $50,000 grant that the Kitsap Rifle and
Revolver Club was awarded from the Washington State Inter-Agency Committee specifically for
the purpose of making shooting ranges in Washington State safer and more neighbor-friendly.

We are not changing the types or calibers of the firearms that will be discharged at the
Range. We have always allowed only legal firearms to be used at our Range.

We always comply with safe firearms range guidelines. Our Executive officer, Marcus
Carter, has undergone an extensive amount of training in all phase of range development,
including courses on berm placement, lessening acoustical impact and environmentally sound
lead containment practices.
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Our Range has a stellar safety record. Safety is our highest priority and we continually
strive to make our range as safe as possible. Currently there are hiking trails the run
behind our rifle line. Due to excellent design, berm placement and the required four hour
safety course for all of our members, as well as posting of warning signs in the area, these
trails do not provide a hazard to the community. However, reorienting the rifle line will
completely remove these trails from the impact area of our rifle line.

We hope that you will take this information into consideration and respond as soon as
possible as to whether or not we will need a Conditional Use Permit for this project.

Thanks Hal . . . John Turner represents 10 property owners on our Southworth Dr. Project that
is State & Federal funded. Our offers were refused and the counter-offers were inadequate to
considered. Although Chris Eldred suggested the counter-offers, the methodology utilized was

unacceptable. The valuation for all ten properties presented a list of nineteen sales with no
analysis to the subject properties or the impacts of the acquisition on the remainders.

Also, no supportable proof of the loss of market value to the subject parcels was presented.

Instead a range of $6.54 to $30.60 per square foot and a “"mean" presented as an indicator of

land value. The value ratios were determined from the County's Assessors records.

Also included was the addition of approximately $2.50 to $3.50 per sq.ft for typical
residential landscaping; supposedly a value added by "public agencies.”™ As we know, the
contributory value of items in a proposed acquisition is different for each property owner.
The evaluation did not identify the contributory value of existing items such as grass,
bushes, concrete, fencing, etc. In addition, Mr. Turner demanded $750.00 for appraisal
expenses for each (which is acceptable) and $1,500.00 towards attorney's fees (not
acceptable). The acquisitions are strip takings ranging from five to ten feet, have minimal
impacts except for minor landscaping items such as lawn and driveway improvements (that will
be restored). Basically, the property owners do not want the road improved and are
attempting to stop the project.

1'd recommended to Mr. Turner that a Before and After appraisal would be acceptable, his
response was "No" because I am unaware and uniformed about the latest Appellate Court ruling.
His interpretation of the ruling was that an appraisal of this type was not necessary to
determine loss of value and Mr. Eldred's method was valid.



Bottom Line: Mr. Turner is very reluctant to submit counter-offers based upon supportable and
verifiable documentation; and we'll probably condemn all ten properties. Its' too bad
because some the owners are quite elderly.

My apologies for taking so long to respond to your question about the Gun Club Case that John
Turner brought up to you. I have been on vacations, off to workshops, etc. and I'm still
opening e-mails from a full month ago (I'm such a whiner).

Anyway... Yyes, we had an unfortunate jury award based on flawed application of the "strip
appraisal” technique. The appraiser actually appraised the strip (without giving
consideration to its unusable configuration I might add) instead of coming up with comps for
the entire parcel and applying the unit value to the strip. That resulted in the jury
awarding nearly $3 million for something that we originally appraised for closer to half a
million dollars.

Bad news, worse... we appealed the decision, and the Appellate Court upheld the award. The
way I understand it, the court said it was a finding of fact, that's what juries do, and they
did it properly.

Hopeful news... we are appealing to the Supreme Court. We don't know yet whether they will
hear the case.

From an appraisal/just compensation perspective, I'm not sure the case really sets much of a
precedence. I don't think the issues surrounding improper application of the appraisal
technique were clearly presented.

Chapter 17.330
URBAN LOW RESIDENTIAL ZONE (UL)

Sections:

17.330.010 Purpose.

The intent of this zone is to recognize, maintain, and protect urban low density residential
areas and establish urban densities where a full range of community services and facilities
are present or will be present at the time of development in accordance with the urban growth
areas as depicted on the Comprehensive Plan. This zone is also intended to create energy-
efficient residential areas which are capable of allowing the provision of community services
in a more economical manner; and provide for additional related uses such as schools, parks,
and utility uses necessary to serve immediate residential areas.

(Ord. 216 (1998) § 4 (part), 1998)

17.330.020 Permitted uses.

The following uses are permitted:

A. Single-family detached dwellings, provided, mobile homes as defined in Chapter 17.110
shall not be allowed, except in approved mobile home parks; B. Publicly-owned recreational
facilities, services, parks, and playgrounds; C. Agricultural uses, including accessory
buildings related to such uses and activities as defined in Chapter 17.110, and subject to
the provisions of Chapter 17.43@; D. Forestry, including accessory buildings related to such
uses and activities as defined in Chapter 17.110; E. Accessory uses and structures normal to
a residential environment, subject to the provisions subsection (X) of Section 17.430.020; F.

The following are the conditional uses in the urban low residential (UL) zone in accordance
with the provisions of Chapter 17.420:

A. Cemeteries and/or mausoleums, crematories, columbaria, and mortuaries, provided that no
mortuary or crematorium is within one hundred feet of a boundary street, or where no street
borders the cemetery, within two hundred feet of a lot in a residential zone, subject to the
provisions of Chapter 17.430; B. Places of worship, subject to the provisions of Chapter
17.430; C. Public or private schools, subject to the provisions of Chapter 17.430; D.
Private recreational facilities such as: marinas, country clubs and golf courses (including
conference centers when associated with the aforementioned uses), but not including such
intensive commercial recreation uses as a golf driving range (unless within a golf course),
race track, amusement park, or gun club; E. Day-care centers, subject to the provisions of
Chapter 17.430; F. Public facilities and electric power and natural gas utility facilities,
including fire stations, libraries, museums, substations, ferry terminals, commuter park-and-
ride lots, and post offices; but not including storage or repair yards, warehouses, or
similar uses; G. Single-family attached, including townhouses; H. Mobile home parks,
subject to the density limitations of the zone; I. Multi-family projects, subject to the
density limitations of the zone; and J. Community buildings, social halls, lodges, clubs,
meeting places.

Dear Leslie,

The Kitsap Rifle and Revolver Club woud like to formally request to amend our IAC grant. We had received a
$50,000 grant from your organization to turn our rifle line and make general improvements to our Range. We
have been attempting to secure a permit from the Kitsap County Department of Community Development
(DCD) for our project, however the county is refusing to issue a permit as they do not recognize the project as a
range re-location, but rather as a completely new range, requiring a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) which, if
granted, would require a substantial reduction in our hours of operation and effectively forbid use of any of our
ranges to several of our members and members of the community due to the size or type of firearms they have
shot at our range for decades. So far it has been a futile effort to convince the county that our proven 80 year
safety record, compliance with all applicable laws and specialized training in range management should allow
us to continue to operate the range as we have been, since 1926. After legal review, it is clear that agreeing to
the terms and signing the CUP would not be in our best interest so we are at a stand still. The Board of
Directors has reached the conclusion that it could take forever to secure a permit for turning our rifle line so we
would like to request that we be able to use the grant funds to make improvements to our current rifle line and
facilities which would improve sound attenuation, safety and ADA access. Our amended project list would
include:

e Upgraded electrical power to the Range (we currently have 100 amp service which severely limits the
lighting that we can use on our paths, firing lines, parking, well, and for security Upgrade to 400 - 600)
(85,000)

e New rifle line cover with sound attenuation enhancements (this cover would improve the sound baffling
of our loudest range) ($15,000) ,

e ADA compliant handicap access from parking area to the rifle and pistol lines (we currently have a
uneven dirt path and/or concrete steps) ($10,000)

e Rifle range improvements (this would include berm reconstruction to redirect noise away from
community and increase safety; allow for handicap access to the 100 yd. target line by replacing culvert
pipe and running concrete walkway) ($25,000)



e Pole building type structures for the shooting bays which run along the rifle line (this is another sound
attenuation project which would reduce the sound projected into the community) ($20,000)

If the amendment to the grant is approved, work will start August 26", 2006 and we anticipate completion prior
to the end of the current deadline extension.

Please let us know at your earliest convenience if this amendment to our grant is acceptable and approved as
this project cannot be completed with the help of the IAC grant.
