At the time of filing the appeal, the
appellant shall pay the sum of five hundred dollars ($500.00). This fee is non-refundable and
subject to change. Make check payable to Kitsap County Department of Community
Development (DCD).

The written appeal shall be made on, or attached to, an appeal form provided by DCD, and
shall contain the following information.

1. The project name, project applicant, application type, and file number designated by the
County;

2. The name, address, and signature of each appellant. If multiple parties file a single
appeal, the appeal document shall designate, in writing, one party as the contact
representative for all contact with the DCD Director and the Office of the Hearing
Examiner. All contact between the County and the appellants regarding the appeal,
including notices, shall be through this contact representative; and

3. A written statement of the specific aspect(s) of the Decision and/or SEPA determination
being appealed, the reasons why each is in error as a matter of fact or law, and the
evidence relied upon to prove the error.
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The complete application file will be available for review at the Department of Community
Development, Monday through Thursday, from 9:00 A.M. to 4:00 and Fridays from 9:00 A.M.
to 1:00 P.M. except holidays. You may make an appointment by calling Constance Blackburn
at (360) 337-4487.

This project did not require a fand use action. Because a Site Development Activity
Permit is a Type il decision, a two-week appeal period is required after SDAP
approval (per KCC 21.04.070). Due to this procedural requirement, after the SDAP is
approved, we will notify the interested parties. The pre-construction meeting can be
scheduled after the two-week appeal periad has ended.

We have reviewed and accept for construction the civil site plans for the above
referenced project. This permit must be issued within 12 months from the date of
approval (per KCC 12.10.055).The Site Development Activity Permit and accepted
construction drawings will be issued at the pre-construction meeting. Please contact
Kitsap One at (360) 337-5777 to schedule the pre-construction meeting, which will be
conducted at the DCD office.

A. The following items shall be submitted to Development Services &
Engineering prior to scheduling the pre-construction meeting:

1. A copy of the approved NPDES Construction Stormwater General permit from
the State Department of Ecology. Please note that the minimum time required
from first notice to permit issuance is 37 days.

2. Provide copies of any other agency-required permits and approvals (HPA/Army
Corps permit, etc.).

B. Development Services & Engineering will schedule a final inspection once
all of the following conditions are completed:

1. Submittal of Record Drawings (either one set of hard copy plans, or, preferably,
scalable electronic PDF copies), prepared per standard Kitsap County Public
Works policy.

2. Permanent stabilization and restoration of the project site.
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3. Payment of all outstanding fees.
4. Fulfillment of all conditions of approval for the SDAP.

C. Please be aware of the following requirements by other agencies
associated with the proposed construction:

1. This project includes the construction of rock walls or other retaining facilities that
either exceed four feet in height or sustain a surcharge. A separate building
permit with an engineered design is required for such walls.

2. Any bridge structures require building permits prior to construction.

3. This project is subject to the terms and conditions of the United States Army
Corps of Engineers permit for flood plain restoration.

4. This project is subject to the terms and conditions of the Hydraulic Project
Approval (HPA) from the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife.

5. This project is subject to the terms and conditions of the approved National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Stormwater Construction
permit from the State Department of Ecology.
