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Golf course shopkeeper assaulted, store robbed

Port Orchard, Wash. — An employee of a South Kitsap golf course is in satisfactory
condition following an armed robbery, early this morning, by an unknown assailant.

The robbery occurred inside the clubhouse of the Village Greens Golf Course, 2298
Fircrest Drive SE, South Kitsap, outside the city limits of Port Orchard.

The victim, an 80 year-old man, was in the process of preparing the shop to open for
business when he was attacked from behind at approximately 5:45 a.m.

The amount of money taken from the golf course shop is not being released.
Sheriff's Office patrol deputies arrived on-scene within minutes of the 9-1-1 dispatch
and contained the area. A K-9 handler and patrol dog arrived and initiated a track
without finding the suspect.

Sheriff's detectives have initiated an investigation into the robbery and attack.

A description of the suspect was provided by the victim as:

White male, heavy build, age in late 20s to early 30s, wearing dark-colored shorts, a
light-colored tee-shirt and a dark coat.

A composite sketch of the suspect in the assault and robbery is attached with this
document.
