Masked gunman in local sandwich shop

Silverdale, Wash. -- The Kitsap County Sheriff's Office is requesting assistance from
the general public in helping to identify the individual involved in the armed robbery of a
local sandwich shop.

A man, armed with what appears to be a semi-automatic handgun with some type of
sound suppression device, entered a Silverdale Subway Store around 9:55 p.m.,
Sunday, Aug. 26, took money at gunpoint, and fled out of the rear exit door of the store
in an unknown direction.

The store is located at 2238 NW Bucklin Hill Road, Silverdale.

The suspect is described as an adult Caucasian, in his 20s, approximately 5’ 10” to

6’ 00” in height with a slender build. He was seen wearing a black-colored, long-sleeve
pullover shirt, black athletic (warm-up) pants with two white stripes down the side of
each leg, white athletic shoes and a black-colored pullover face mask.

No one was injured during the course of the robbery.
