Whatis the Problem?

Left on the ground dog
waste can be picked up by rain
and melting snow and washed
into storm drains. Most storm
drains ARE NOT connected to
any type of treatment plant
and flow directly into our
streams, lakes, and bays. The
natural landscape years ago
degraded dog waste fairly
easily and bacteria rarely
reached surface waters. Now
that we have roads, houses,
and efpcient drainage sys-
tems, dog waste has an easier
and more direct route to our
lakes and streams.
